Action Shooters are reminded that clubs will be carrying out pistol/holster compatibility checks
to promote SAFE action shooting from the holster. It is important to show that we can
CONTINUE to keep OUR sport safe and NOT force the alternatives, maybe outside intervention,
so please cooperate.

And still on the subject of holster training, if your club has NO training officers please let Daryl
Sleeman know and if your club has an instructor who is no longer active and unable to give
time to take courses, Daryl also needs to know that so new training staff can be arranged..
Potential holster trainees should generally not expect to wait more than a month to sit a
course, as | say if you have ANY problems or you are no longer able to help with holster
training let Daryl know.

Enjoy your Xmas break and if you are able, spend any spare time practising your basis holster
skills. And it is important that clubs monitor who is shooting regularly in action matches,
because a person who is not active with Holster, say twice a year minimum (as a suggestion)
should be put through a refresher course, again, contact Daryl for advice.
